WEST SIDE: AVENERABLE ROWING CLUB

There was a time in Buffalo’s history when the waterfront was dotted with rowing clubs, about 22 of them.
In 1912, a group of tradesmen, denied membership in these clubs, decided to start one of their own and
called it the West Side Rowing Club. Since 1912, West Side’s crews have been a familiar sight on the Black
Rock Canal.

The club was originally located at the foot of \West Ferry Street, on land now known as Broderick Park.
The first president of the club was Michael Broderick,and he was president from 1913 to 1951. West Side’s
mission has always been to teach the sport of rowing to the youth of WNY. Rowing is a sport that
emphasizes teamwork and discipline — two very important life lessons. In 1921, West Side’s mission expanded
to include youth from Buffalo’s public high schoals.

1921 was also the year West Side hosted the U.S. National Rowing Championship and won its first U.S.
title. Since that time, the men and women wearing West Side’s maroon and gray colors have won many
U.S. and Canadian National Championships and have represented the United States in the Olympics,
Pan Am Games, and Elite and Junior World Championships.

Over time, all the other rowing clubs in Buffalo closed, leaving \West Side as the community’s only rowing club.

In 1975, a devastating fire burned the club to the ground, claiming all but the seven shells that were away
at a regatta. The Club was relocated to its present location at Cotter’s Point and was rebuilt with the donated
labor of its members. Determined to make the club bigger and better, they included indoor rowing tanks,
an ergometer training room, and rack space for over 60 racing shells.

With the relocation and rebuilding also came a resurgence in spirit that has led West Side to become
one of the largest youth-based rowing clubs in America. Overall membership is about 700 members,
with 400-500 high school students rowing out of West Side during the Fall and Spring racing seasons.
The students rowing out of West Side come from more than 20 different area high schools. Students
that don't have a school-sponsored team can row for “West Side High”—a program that has been very
successful in reaching out to students who might not otherwise have access to the sport.

During the summers, over 200 young boys and girls participate in \West Side’s “Learn to Row” programs.
Additionally, \VWest Side runs a competitive high school and college rowing program for the summer racing
season, which includes participation in the US National Championship and the Canadian Henley regattas.

The sport of rowing has opened up many opportunities for high school students from the WNY area,
particularly with scholarships to colleges and opportunities to compete at the very highest national and
international levels.

West Side’s rowing programs aren't just confined to youth — there are also adult learn to row, men's and
women’s masters, and adult recreational programs.

West Side’s alumni have helped to launch several rowing clubs across the United States, and as coaches for
high schoals, clubs, colleges and national teams, continue to teach the lessons learned at \West Side.

With the addition of the new Frank Lloyd Wright-designed boathouse, West Side will again have a chance
to see its programs and the opportunities for WNY’s young men and women grow. The new boathouse
will add 20% more capacity for equipment, will double the dock space and will allow West Side to bring
more inner-city public high schools into the program. This boathouse also presents a rare opportunity
to engage young audiences in an appreciation of architecture and to tell part of the history of American
architecture and one of its most important architects.

At West Side, life’s lessons are learned in the shell.
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
